Parish Teen Needs Your Help 
Will you help make a miracle for a 
teenager in Wilson?  Fifteen-year-
old Ryan Richardson needs a life-
saving liver transplant.  Ryan, a 
member of St. Therese Church, a 
former student of St. Therese 
School and a sophomore at Fike 
High School, was diagnosed in 
childhood with Glycogen Storage 
Disease (GSD) Type 1a-Von 
Gierke Disease.  Manageable until 
recently, his doctors at Duke have 
revised the prognosis and 
recommend a life-saving 
transplant.  
 
Ryan’s family is working with the 
Children’s Organ Transplant 
Association (COTA) to organize 
volunteers and a fundraising effort. 
An estimated $65,000 is being 
raised by Wilson-area volunteers 
to help with transplant-related 
expenses.  COTA is a non-profit 
organization, so all donations are 
tax-deductible.  100% of funds 
raised will be available for 
transplant-related expenses over 
Ryan’s life.

Aug 19  John Eudes 

Died in 1680; priest; founded the 
Congregation of Jesus and Mary 
for training the clergy; also 
founded the Sisters of the Good 
Shepherd to assist morally endangered women, 
especially prostitutes. 

Aug 20 Bernard Died in 1153; 
abbot; reformer and spiritual 
author; preached against the 
Albigensians; founded 68 
monasteries; preached the Second 
Crusade; denounced injustice and 
worked for peace; patron of 
Gibraltar.
