January 4  Elizabeth Ann Bayley Seton 
Died in 1821; raised Episcopalian; wife 
& mother of 5 children; foundress of the 
first congregation for women religious in 
the USA, the Sisters of Charity, devoted 
primarily to the education of the poor 
and to teaching in parochial schools; first 
native born citizen canonized. 
January 5 John Neumann Died in 1860; 
missionary from Bohemia; bishop of 
Philadelphia; known for his holiness and 
learning; promoter of parochial schools; 
authored 2 German catechisms; first 
American bishop canonized. 
January 6  André Bessette  Died in 1937 
at the age of 91; orphaned at age 12; 
known as a healer and the “Miracle Man 
of Montréal “ where he founded the 
Oratory of St Joseph, to whom he was 
dedicated and fostered devotions; 
canonized in 2010. 
January 7  Raymond of Penyafort  Died 
in 1275 at the age of 99; second master 
general after St. Dominic; collator of 
canon law; wrote a noted work on 
penance;  patron of  canonists and 
lawyers. 
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Coronavirus and our Parish 
We have returned to our normal Mass, Confession and Adoration 
schedules but there are capacity restr ictions. We have marked 
spacing in the church to accommodate the 6 foot social distancing 
protocol. Those sitting immediately behind the altar servers are asked to 
wear masks throughout the whole Mass unless they are related to the 
servers. PLEASE DO NOT REMOVE OR ALTER THE YELLOW 
MARKINGS IN ANYWAY AND DO NOT SIT IN ANY PEW 

THAT IS BLOCKED WITH YELLOW TAPE.  To accommodate more par ishioners, each Mass will 
be broadcast into the gym onto a large screen, and those attending will be brought communion.  
 
Other precautions during Mass: 
     The sanitizing of communion minister’s and server’s hands and omission of sign of peace remain in force.  
     We will have the offertory baskets on tables in front of the first pews. You may drop your donation in the 
basket when you come up to receive Communion or before or after Mass. If there is a second collection, there 
will be 2 baskets on each table. The blue basket is for the second collection.  
      Communion will be distributed in the center aisle only. Those in the transepts are asked to WAIT until the 
majority of those in the center pews have received BEFORE proceeding to the back to go down the center 
aisle to receive communion.  Please keep your distance on the Communion line (2 pew lengths.) Please make 
sure to consume the host in the front of the church.  
     Lastly, we ask that you take your bulletin with you and do not return it to the pile in the vestibule. We are 
also using different “Parts of the Mass” papers  that can be discarded after single use, please do not r eturned 
them to the pile after Mass. 
 
Please continue to keep the sick and all our health care workers in your prayers.

Hemos vuelto a nuestros horarios normales de Misa, Confesión y 
Adoración.  Hay restricciones de capacidad. Hemos marcado espacios 
en la iglesia para acomodar el protocolo de distancia social de 6 pies.

Para dar cabida a más feligreses, cada misa se transmitirá en el gimnasio en una pantalla grande, y los 
asistentes recibirán la comunión. Además, habíamos previsto que el Santísimo Sacramento estuviera 
reservado en el gimnasio durante el fin de semana para que los presentes pudieran orar en la presencia de 
nuestro Señor.

Aquellos que deseen usar máscaras durante la Misa pueden hacerlo, solo les pedimos que se las 
quiten antes de recibir la Comunión Y  que consuman la hostia inmediatamente después de recibirla.
