ADVENT ADORATION 

     Advent is a time of anticipation and preparation for 
the celebration of the birth of our Lord and Savior, 
Jesus Christ. This Advent, St. Therese parishioners will 
have a special opportunity to spend extended time with 
our Lord in Adoration every Wednesday (December 
4, 11 and 18) starting after the 8:30am Mass until 
9:30pm. Benediction will follow at the end of the 
day. Sign-up sheets will be in the vestibule. It is 
important that our Lord not be left unattended. 
 
      Families are encouraged to participate in this 
beautiful prayer time. Here are a few things you can do to 
help prepare your family for Adoration; 
1) Talk about Adoration. Have some conversations with 
them about the Eucharist. Remind them that it’s really Jesus 
and that he loves it when we spend time with him. 
2) Practice with them the behavior you expect. You want to 
be careful not to present Adoration as a task to be 
accomplished, but as time spent with Jesus. 
3) Another thing you can do to prepare, especially with 
much younger children, is to help them write a letter to Jesus 
before you go. Ask them what they want to tell Jesus, if they 
have any particular things to give thanks for or to pray for, 
and help them write it out. Then they have something 
tangible to bring to the prayer, and that often helps build the 
foundation of a personal relationship with Christ. They can 
draw pictures for Jesus too, especially if they are non-
writers. All of this helps a young child frame what we’re 
“doing” in adoration. We’re having a conversation with 
God. 
4) Finally, after each time you go to adoration, try to ask 
questions that are focused on the real purpose of being there. 
Usually, we as parents are tempted to jump right to behavior, 
“Hey, you were really quiet. Great job!” Be careful with 
that. It’s good to give positive reinforcement to behaviors we 
want to see more of, but we don’t want to make it about the 
behavior. For example, one way to reinforce being quiet 
while keeping the focus on the relationship with Christ 
would be to say, “I noticed you were very quiet. Did you 
hear Jesus say anything to you?”

himself, to the pilgrims who came 
to see the miraculous image of 
Mary imprinted on his cloak. 
Dec 10 Our Lady of Loreto 
Recently added October 2019 by 
Pope Francis; recalls the mystery 
of the Incarnation; since the 
Middle Ages, veneration for the 
Holy House of Loreto has 
powerfully illustrated the 
evangelical virtues of the Holy 
Family; the Litany of Loreto, has 
its first-known origins at the Shrine 
of Our Lady of Loreto, where its 
usage was recorded as early as 
1558.  

 
Dec 11 Damasus I Died in 
384; preserved papal archives; 
devoted to the relics and 
resting places of the martyrs; 
combated the anti-pope, as well 
as Arian and Donatist heresies; 

first pope to speak of Rome as the 
“Apostolic See”; encourage St Jerome to 
produce a new translation of the Latin 
Bible. 
Dec 12 Our Lady of Guadalupe This 
feast recalls the apparitions of Mary at 
the hill of Tepeyac to the native convert, 
St Juan Diego; declared patroness of the 
Americas. 

Dec 13 Lucy Died around 304; 
patroness of those afflicted with 
diseases of the eye and associated 
with festivals of light, especially in 
Scandinavia; patroness of Syracuse 
and Sicily. 
 
Dec 14 John of the Cross Died in 
1591; born in Spain around 1542; 
mystic and poet; co-founder of the 
reformed Carmelite friars; suffered 
cruel imprisonment; priest and 
doctor of the Church.

Masses will be celebrated  in English at 12:10pm and 6:00pm  

and in Spanish at 7:30pm. 
 

Please note: According to the Dicastery (a department of the Roman Curia 
in charge of the religious discipline of the Catholic Church located in 

Rome), in a letter to the USCCB (US Conference of Catholic Bishops), on 
the matter of observing holy days of obligation that fall on a Sunday and 
are transferred to a Saturday or a Monday,  they stated that the day must 

be observed as a day of obligation on the day to which it is transferred.  Therefore, this year, when the 
Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, which falls on a Sunday, is transferred to Monday, December 9, 

it must be celebrated and observed as a holy day of obligation. 
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
