Renovation in the church 
     In January, we will be renovating 
the presbytery to highlight the 
Catholic signs that should 
predominate in the Catholic 
Churches.  
     First, we will extend the 
presbytery, where the altar is 
located, to the wall. We will put in 
the central part, between the 
columns, a wall that will serve to 
support the new crucifix, of more 
visible size and the altar where the 
new tabernacle will be installed, making it more 
visible from the entrance to the sanctuary.  
      These changes do not affect either the structure or 
the style of the Church, but it allows the Catholic 
signs in our parish church to be highlighted.  
     Thanks to the generosity of those who already 
donated and those who wish to donate, which helped 
to make this project possible. God bless you.
